Dilutions: 

The 
optimal antibody concentration should be determined for each specific application. 

Storage: Store at −80oC. Upon initial thawing, apportion into working aliquots and store at −80oC. 
Avoid repeated freeze-thaw cycles to prevent denaturing the antibody. 

Expiration Date: Expires one year from date of receipt when stored as instructed. 

Cross-Reactivity: No significant cross-reactivity against Aβ [1-42] or Aβ [1-43] has been observed. 
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
